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 NAMING PATTERNS 
 Naming patterns may provide important clues in  
family history research.  People of all countries tend  
to name children after other family members, often  
using an unwritten, but traditional formula. In Ireland 
as in many other countries, the first-born son was  
generally named after the paternal grandfather, and  
the first daughter after the maternal grandmother.  
This was an especially common practice during the  
19th century and earlier. Surnames in some Scandi 
navian countries are indicative of a child’s parentage- 
the Swedish surname Johannson, for example, indi 
cates the “son of Johann”.  Surnames endings can  
even indicate the country of origin. The –son ending  
mentioned above is typically Swedish, while –sen  
(Jensen) is more likely to be Danish or Norwegian. 
 Middle names can also provide wonderful clues 
to ancestry. Children have often been given the  
mother’s maiden name as a middle name to identify 
their ancestral ties.  Or they may have been named  
after an uncle, aunt, or other more distant relative. 
French families frequently gave the father’s name to 
a  girl by changing one or two letters to a feminine 
form.  You’ll often find such family-derived names 
handed down from generation to generation.  The  
next time your genealogy research comes to a stand 
still, try looking at family names for patterns—the  
answer may have been right under your nose all  
along.

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Genealogy – What to Do When It’s HOT! 
 

 When it’s HOT in Arizona, what can we do with our genealogy?  Hopefully these ideas will help your 
research while allowing you to stay cool. 

1. Visit a library.  They are all air-conditioned and you can accomplish three things:  getting out of the 
house, researching, and staying cool.   

  The Arizona State Archives and Genealogy Library in Phoenix is open during the work week.  
If you need more information, you can visit www.fhsa.org. click on the tab which says “Arizona  

      Resources” and then click on “State Library” which will take you to the library information. 
 The West Valley Genealogy Library is in Youngtown.  If you need a map or to check their 
 hours, visit their web site at www.azwvgs.org.  Yes, there is a $5 per day research fee for non- 
members, but you will see other researchers; you can check out their classes; and you can look  
at different books, one of which might have just the information you have been hunting for. 
 The Mesa regional family history center is open 6 days a week, but check their web site at  
www.mesarfhc.org to find out what dates they will be closed for holidays or their annual maintenance. 
They also offer free short classes on different research topics.  Check the schedule on-line for topics. 
Before you go, check out their catalog for books that they have.  Also, if you have some films you are  
thinking about ordering from the Family History Library, check the Mesa web page. You may find that 
they have some of the films on permanent loan and you won’t need to wait for your request to be  
processed. 

 Your local library may have books that provide historical background for the locale that your  
family lived in.  In addition, most of them have books on how to do family research.  You may want to  
look through them, and the  books on the reference shelves, because they may be able to help you with  
your research.  Check to see if you can access ancestry.com or heritage quest.com while you are  
visiting this library.  And remember, many of the libraries now have little cafes so you can look at  
books and enjoy a cool beverage or snack at the same time. 

 
2.   Find books online.  Work from home looking for copies or transcriptions of books that mention your 

ancestors or the area in which they lived.  You may find biographies, history, cemetery listings or 
obituaries. 
 Google books will provide you with some books that are entirely on-line, some with snippet  
views and some with no information other than publishing data.  In all cases though, you can see if it’s  
in a library that is local, or at a library that has an inter-library loan agreement with your local library.  
And, if you have access to Heritage Quest, don’t forget to check for the libraries that are in California.   
You may find that the book you want to read is available from them. Heritage Quest is available from  
home with a library card from the Maricopa County Library District, or you can access it from some  
public libraries.    
 BYU has some books which have been scanned and are on-line.  Find some of the books by  
looking at the FHL web site, and choosing a book.  The general information will tell you whether or  
not there are film notes so that you can request the microfilm.  Some of the time you will be asked if  
you want to see the book on-line.  If you click on the link you will be directed to this BYU site.  You  
may also go directly to the BYU site at www.lib.byu.edu/online.html.  A special note: when you repeat  
a search, make sure you aren’t looking at just the children’s catalog. 

 In one of your general search boxes, like in yahoo or google, type in “history” and then a  
county name.  As an example, type in <history “Livingston county”>.  You will see a list of web pages  
that have information about this area.  Some of the sites actually have images, or transcribed pages, of  
the county histories.  I have found numerous biographies of ancestors on these sites.  No, you don’t  
have proof that the information is all true, but many of these bios were written in the late 1800s or early 
 1900s, so if they list children’s names or parents’ names, you can use it to help your future research.

     QUESTION MADE TO EDITOR  
 Susie sent me an e-mail telling me she had been  
asked about a Society Recipe Book by a couple of peo-
ple.  Then I received a letter with an article about  
Bratwurst’s Oldest Recipe from Leslie Post, Daytimers 
Chapter.  
An item published in the German-Texas Heritage Soci-
ety, Winter 2007 periodical, provides a quote from the 
San Antonio Express-News, Nov. 3, 2007 issue 
giving information about the oldest recipe for the con-
tents of Bratwurst that an amateur historian has found. 
How long do you think Germans have been making 
Bratwurst?  Want to give a guess? 
 The recipe says that officials required sausage 
makers in Thuringia to use only the purest, unspoiled 
meat, and were threatened with a fine of 24 pfennigs- 
a day’s wages– if they did not. So –there were consumer 
protection laws very early —! How early ??? This is 
from a 1432 A.D. list of ingredients for Thuringian  
bratwurst? 
 Can you imagine the problems of keeping meat 
“unspoiled” in 1432? The major preservative I can  
imagine in those times was salt.

ANNA AMALIA LIBRARY—WEIMAR  
 “One of the most historically important libraries 
in Germany, the Anna Amalia Library at Weimar, where 
Goethe spent most of his life, went up in flames in Sept. 
1997. It was housed in the 16th century rococo palace in 
Weimer and housed 50,000 books, a hugh collection of 
medieval sheet music, and manuscripts of untold historic 
value. It was considered one of the most beautiful build-
ings and libraries of central Europe.  
 In a 67 hour long fire, irreplaceable books 16th 
-20th Century and 35 original paintings were totally lost. 
Can you imagine the anguish of historians as the fire 
raged? It took 100,400 gallons of water to extinguish the 
fire, which of course damaged many surviving volumes. 
 Of the damaged books rescued, about 16,000 
have now been restored.  The restoration process is  
expected to be completed in 2015. The cost to date is 
about 67 million dollars. 
 The library reopened to the public in December 
1, 2007.  Hidden in the rebuilt library is some “state-of-
the-art” fire protection technologies to hopefully prevent 
a recurrence of such a tragic event.”
