What's New? - Exploring

FamilySearch.org

Have you visited www.FamilySearch.org
lately? If not, check out the new digital records
link. From the FamilySearch homepage, choose the
"Search Records" drop-down menu at the top of the
page, then choose Record Search pilot. Try
searches for your ancestors or check out the link to
the right of the U.S. Map to view all collections to
see if the area you're interested in has been digi-
tized yet. Itis a work in progress! New records are
being added every day! Bookmark the webpage
link so you can check it frequently.

Beginning in May 2007, Family Search
teamed up with the National Archives and records
Administration (NARA), Godfrey Memorial Li-
brary, Footnote.com and World Vital Records to
digitize millions of records. Most of the records
will be free online from your home computer. But
some of the records will be available through the
commercial partners, with indexes free at Family
Search and access to the records often free at our
local family history centers.

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THE AMAZING EVAPORATING
ANCESTORS

They float out of the fog like ships in the
night, these frustrating ancestors. The feeling of
euphoria when they suddenly appear is dampened
when they drop from the records and are not
found again.

One of my great grandfathers has his
name on only one US census. He apparently im-
migrated to this country after 1850, then died be-
fore 1870. He successfully avoided being listed on
any ship's passenger list or naturalization list
found as yet. The particular years of the local
newspaper that might provide clues are the ones
that are lost.

So, of course, the search for information
has widened to family members and those of the
same surname. There was great excitement when [
found another fellow, Casper, with surname mis-
spelled the same way on a marriage record of their
small town. Maybe they shared a birthplace! He,
too, appears on only one census. Writing for his
full Civil War records, I found that they consisted
of one card and no useful information. Since he's
missing from vital record lists, we may never
know if he's a long lost great uncle.

George, brother of that great grandfather
and a real great uncle, has evaporated particularly
well. His existence that we heard about in family
stories is proven by only one census. No other
mention of him has occurred in that long list of
sources that family history enthusiasts check. Sup-
posedly, he didn't marry — but surely he must have
immigrated, naturalized, been noted in another
census, or at least died? Apparently not.

Following up on children of the focus
great grandfather, I found an Aunt who could even
evade records after she died. Her state assures me
that no death certificate exists for her, even in the
relatively recent 1930's. At the county level, re-
cords were lost in a flood. No chance of reading
"place of birth of father" there.

My husband's surname family lived in the
same area for hundreds of years. However, his
father married into a family of ghosts. English
records are excellent, yet the man named as his
grandmother's father does not seem to have ex-
isted. How delighted we were to find the name of
her mother's father named on a marriage certifi-

ticate until we saw that he does not appear on any cen-
sus, either, or civil registration. Were they hiding?
Were that many record keepers asleep? I’m convinced
by now that those ancestors are up there laughing about
the chase they have designed for us.

After ten years of hunting, I am still hoping
that some of these might surface from the fog, like
Brigadoon. It's likely that you are waiting for a few,
too.

PICKING BONES

Around 1876 some immigrants and Home-
steaders to North Dakota were so poor that their fami-
lies were on the brink of starvation. There were vast
quantities of “white rain blanched” bones everywhere
they looked, the only evidence left from millions of
wild animals killed and perished on the plains for mil-
lions of years. “No such sight could be seen anywhere
else in the world.” Before they could plow the land,
these had to be removed. An enterprising merchant in
Hebron, North Dakota, Mr. Leutz, wrote to St. Louis
and Chicago and found that the bones could be shipped
there by rail,for purchase by some companies in the
sugar refining process.

As most of the pioneers thought it was against
their dignity to pick bones for sale, the enterprising
merchant went out with a wagon to pick bones while
stopping at each farmer’s home to ask for directions or
a drink. By asking Mr. Leutz what he was doing, the
farmer learned that Mr. Leutz was gathering bones in
his spare time to make money, and hoped to get the
bones gathered up before anyone else got them. When
they saw it was not beneath the dignity of Mr. Leutz to
gather bones, others began doing the same, bringing
wagon loads to town to be shipped by rail to the sugar
refining companies. They made twelve or thirteen dol-
lars a ton, and thus some of the poorest immigrants
were able to make enough cash to carry them through
another very cold, desolate winter in North Dakota.

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ROMANCE ON THE HIGH SEAS

It was a cold, rainy day in south Russia (now
the Ukraine) when Jacob, a well-to-do farmer from
the village of Speyer came home from hunting
soaked and wet. He soon succumbed to pneumonia
and died leaving Margaretha with five children, ages
one to nine, with Valentine being the oldest, and
Nickodemus being next at age seven.

This meant that Margaretha would lose her
farm, and her sons would have no inheritance. So she
did what most German-Russian women did when
widowed, she married again and had four more chil-
dren from Johann.

Things were not going well lately in the vil-
lages of South Russia for the German-Russians. The
serfs of Russia had been released from serfdom and
were jealous, and were starting to revolt on the
wealthy farmers that had come from Germany in
1809 to farm their rich Black Sea lands.

Val found himself in a predicament. He was
21, and old enough to serve in the dreaded Russian
Military. His brother Nick was 19, and was spon-
sored by their aunt and uncle to go to America to
seek 160 acres of free farm land for himself. Val’s
grandmother heard about Nick’s emigration and
urged Val to go to America to also seek his fortune of
free farm land.

With his aunt Katherine, uncle Markus and
brother Nick, in the cover of night Val left his little
village of Speyer, his mother and most of his rela-
tives, never to return again. They traveled overland
and arrived at Hamburg, Germany on May 7, 1892 to
board the German ship Scandia for America.

Just three miles away from Speyer, in the
little village of Landau, another German-Russian
farmer, Franz Zimmermann, was also preparing to
take his family of eight to America, leave the oppres-
sion of Russia and obtain free farm land. They, along
with four other families, all related to each other,
boarded the ship Scandia on May 7, 1892.

Franz Zimmermann had a lovely daughter
Monika, who captured the heart of Val Kuhn aboard
the ship Scandia on the way to America. On the ship
of one thousand passengers Val and Monika saw
much of each other and it is said he “was smitten” by
her. On May 20th the four families and two single
men arrived in America and went through Ellis Is-
land. The plan was to go to Texas, but they decided
instead to go to North Dakota for the free farmland.

Monika’s family settled a Homestead about
a mile east of the little town of Richardton, North

Dakota, and Val founded a homestead about eight
miles north of Richardton. On Independence day,
1894, Val and Monika took a trip, 20 miles east, to
the larger town of Dickinson, to be married in front
of a German-Russian immigrant priest.

Val successfully farmed and raised beef
cattle on their homestead. Twelve of their thirteen
children grew up on the farm, and my father, John
was their eldest son and second child. Along with
a neighbor and friend, Val bought the first thresh-
ing machine in the area. Every spring Val would
take his cattle to market in Minneapolis and bring
each child what they wished from the Sears Roe-
buck catalog, along with a lovely gift for Monika.
Val loved to play cards, and had a special card ta-
ble in the house for those long, cold winter days.
Monika washed, ironed, cooked and worked in her
lovely home. On Sundays they went to church at
the beautiful new Abbey church in Richardton, and
got together with their relatives and friends for
three day weddings and other celebrations. Life
was good for Val and Monika and their family in
America. By Marilyn Senn, Tempe Chapter.

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Where Are They Buried?

I like to find the burial locations of my
ancestors. Not only because they may give me
needed birth or death date information, but [ may
find other family members buried nearby. There
may be children who died between censuses that I
didn’t know existed. It may also give clues as to
their religious affiliations or memberships in a
fraternal order. When I’m looking for burials for
my ancestors online, I have a few websites I fre-
quently use.

First, I visit the USGenWeb county website where
my ancestor last lived to see if they have any of
their cemeteries posted with online searches. But,
it’s a hit and miss chance that the transcriptions of
burials will be online. Often there is just a list of
cemetery names which is helpful when writing or
phoning cemeteries in the area but will take more
time. Sometimes you’re lucky and the county co-
ordinator has many records for that county posted
on the site. But, unfortunately, there are many
counties where just a minimum amount of records
are available for that county. There are still coun-
ties that need to be adopted. But, I give it a shot
and check the county’s website just in case. Don’t
forget www.worldgenweb.org if you have ances-
tors across the pond, to see what cemetery records
are available for other countries.

Next, I visit www.interment.net . They
say that many of the transcriptions they have pub-
lished are of cemeteries that no longer exist.
That’s worth a look. But, it is dependant on vol-
unteers submitting burials, as many of the ceme-
tery transcription websites are, and if not enough
genealogists like you and I contribute our names,
the list will not expand.

One of my favorites is the Find A Grave
website www.findagrave.com . I’ve found many
of my ancestor’s burials listed there and on a few
occasions, photos of their headstones or markers.
If you visit this site, look to the right and click
“Search 24 million grave records”. You can
search by surname or you can browse by location
to see what cemeteries are posted in the area
you’re researching. You can also add burial re-
cords. We should all be doing that as one of the
ways we can ‘give back’.

Another helpful site is Access Genealogy
www.accessgenealogy.com/cemetery . Scroll
down to the link “Transcription Database” or
“Cemetery Database” for several ways to search.
It also includes searches for the WPA Cemetery
and National Cemetery Databases.

Don’t forget the USGenWeb Transcription
Project. When you visit each state at USGenWeb,
there is usually a link on that state’s homepage for the
“Transcription Project” for that state. That is another
resource to try.

Next it’s time for www.rootsweb.com . Scroll
down to the “Index of All Search Engines and data-
bases” link on the left. Then scroll down to “User Con-
tributed Records™ and click “Cemetery Records” or just
use this link - http://userdb.rootsweb.ancestry.com/
cemeteries . You will find other cemetery records con-
tributed to RootsWeb.

I hope some of these tips will help you find
some of those elusive burials. Every few months, go
back and check them again. New submissions are
added all the time. Happy Hunting!
